Instructions to Candidates

The pictorial drawing in figure 1 shows a FRAME OF DRESSING MIRROR STAND and figure
2 shows the orthographic projection of a FRAME OF DRESSING MIRROR STAND. Using the
material prepared prior to the examination, you are required to make the portion enclosed in an
ellipse. The drawings are Not Drawn to Scale.

The following pieces of wood, previously planed, are to be used:

One piece 420mm long, planed to 50mm wide and 24mm thick (Part A and B)
One piece 260mm long, planed to 30mm wide and 24mm thick (Part C and D)

(For the purpose of the test, some of the normal dimensions have been modified and some
hidden detail omitted from the working drawings for the sake of clarity)

Working Procedure

(a) Join Part D to Part A by means of an appropriate joint.
(b)  Apply the shaping as indicated on Part B.

Assembly Procedure

Make sure that joints fit. Do not force any parts together.
